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This document shows the workings of another committee established to enforce the 
Association. The Wilmington Committee of Safety was unusual in two ways. First, it 
maintained detailed records. Second, it aggressively moved to silence political dissent in its 
region, southeastern North Carolina. The Committee's account should be compared with the 
equally biased report of a growing insurgency that Janet Schaw gives in "Journal of a Lady of 
Quality."
